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In their performance on Tuesday 14 June, 
Jacko and Karen showed what folk music is 
like when tackled with advanced classical 
training. For over an hour we heard themes 
from fiddle tunes around the world embel-
lished in a way of which Mozart would have 
been proud. It must have taken them years to 
composed it all. 

Had I known that I’d be writing this article I 
would have kept notes, but I think I heard 
motifs from The Mason’s Apron, Red Haired 
Boy, Silver Spear and possibly ‘Tis Easy. 
And when they said “Finnish” I sat there 
waiting for the Swedish Gärdebylaten, which 
is also popular in Finland. Alas no, but the 
waiting kept me closely attentive and enjoy-
ing what I heard. 

Their rhythm was impeccable, first one 
and then other keeping it going with foot 
or guitar, and quite fast. Once they sat in 
chairs and both tapped their feet as they 
played. 

There were four conventional fiddles, one 
of which was tuned EAEA to give the stri-
dent fourth interval in the middle, as is 
practised in some folk communities. In 
addition they were two five-string electric 
instruments where the extra viola C string 
permits great mid range harmonies. And 
then there were good stage acts such us 
Jakco playing on the violin strings with 
long (knitting ?) needles, ie makeshift fid-
dlesticks, whilst Karen bowed a reel at 
tempo.

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Afterwards I spoke with Karen about fiddles and our Club. She was pleased to learn 
about our own involvement in collecting and publishing Australian tunes and composing 
our own. Karen resolved to be better informed so ask them back to hear what they’ve 
done to our tunes. 

They made a very handsome 
couple playing and singing 
away with enthusiasm along-
side the roaring fire with its 
fire tongs hanging ready on a 
stand for turning the logs. 
Jacko and Karen are from New 
Zealand, but are now based in 
Queensland. Their family par-
ticipated in their parents’ love 
of the stage as they were grow-
ing up. I’m still wondering 
what Fiddlesticks’ surnames 
are and whether perhaps they 
were changed by deed poll to 
Fiddlesticks.
